How can you help your child?

With their learning. ..
“Talk with your child about their school work, topics and the world around them.
“Hear your child read regularly and help them to learn spellings strategies.
“Visit the library and help your son/daughter to choose books to read for pleasure and to support their topics.
“Encourage them to use Mathletics at home on a tablet or computer:
o Please check your child’s planner daily and initial it daily (in the weekly diary) to show that reading has been completed.

® Sign the planner every week (at the bottom of the page) so that we know homework has been completed and that all communication
between home and school has been shared.

With practical issues. ..

“Ensure that your child has the correct PE. Kit in school every day as after the Easter break, children will be required to get changed for PE
in school.
