Theg will look at other cultures and
link historical knowledge with art through weaving, collage and making a variety
of creations. The children will be encouraged to spend time reflecting on their art

and improving aspects of it, as well as taking a multimedia approach.

In year 5/6, the children will Further their knowledge of art in other cultures
and record their observations and use them to review and revisit ideas, e.qg
recreating a piece of art inspired by Ancient Rome or other topics etc. They will
continue to use a wide range of art and design techniques including drawing,

painting and scu[ptwe with a range of materials.
